2. Review of previous meeting minutes 
3. Partner Discussion on HCC Activities – Executive Board Member, Incorporation update and review Cyber TTX: Steph Genz retiring recommended Tim Heidersheidt to replace.  Vote in December meeting.  Incorporation-ASPR wants Coalitions to go LLC as individual entities. November vote at Leadership will be postponed. Fed grants doled out the same, regions can fund raise and keep funds in their region.  Cyber TTX had 50 in attendance.  Organizers were easy to work with. This was one of first HCC’s they worked with and we are bit farther behind than most metropolitan centers.  The Agency will produce the AAR and forward to Bob.  Add EPIC to future EX’s.
4. Review and Discuss BP 1 Work Plan and Budget: CMS 101-60 registered with DHS toolkits and site visit criteria.  Narcan for Law Enforcement train-the-trainer.  Another Regional EX in June with EM Solutions, Drug Symposium, Adobe Connect Licenses-can be used by any coalition member.  Wiscomm portable for DOJ TEMS contact at La Crosse Fire (can contact hospitals on HCRD4).  Attorney meeting re LLC.  Right Transport to Right Destination.
5. Review Exercise Plan: Regional, CMS 101, Surge Exercise (Extra Meeting November 2): Regional EX in late Spring.  CMS 101-possibly the 1 day course from CDP in Anniston needs 50 agencies and up to 500 participants.  ASPR Surge to evac 20% of acute care beds on low or no notice.  90 minutes to complete EX.  They will present to us at Nov 2nd at Stoney Creek.  
6. Misc. Items: MOU, ChemPack Update: ChemPack nerve agents need to be in the field in 15 minutes.  Committee prefers use of the smaller MOU.
7. WITrac Update –Bed Counts, 80% Log-ins, MCI, 30% Long Term Care now built into our Region view: WiTrac Coord position is going part-time.
8. WISCOM Update – Testing and Regional Trainer: Foster has been renewed as SME.
9. SWRTAC Update:  Catlin Washburn is the new Director for the State, funding letters are out for the $8,000 in grants for hospitals, EMS and 1st Responders and the next SWRTAC meeting will be December 7th location to be determined.
10. Public Health Update: Hep B from $37 to $67.  Merck is getting out of the manufacturing.  Flu clinics starting, Volunteer Reception training is October 24th and a WEAVR exercise was recently conducted.
11. Emergency Management Update: Planning for Super Bowl in Minneapolis. Jackson Co IS 300 Oct 17&18. FEMA funding freeze has been thawed.  Prop 50 passed bringing a new WISCOM section to WEM.
